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Tip Leads to Marijuana Plantation Seizure 

 
Tierra Amarilla – A tip lead State Police to a marijuana plantation in northern New 
Mexico, as of late this afternoon the seizure was in the thousands.  
 
Yesterday morning State Police learned of a possible marijuana field in the northern area 
of Rio Arriba County off US 64.  Through their investigation the officers located a large 
field containing over 3000 marijuana plants.  State Police and members of the National 
Guard, Region III task force, NM Game and Fish and the Rio Arriba County Sheriff’s 
Department hit the fields again this morning and through their continued search of the 
area they located additional sites containing thousands more. 
 
The seizure has netted over 8000 plants with a street value of between eight and ten 
million dollars.  The State Police Criminal Investigations Bureau will continue to 
investigate the site, as of this afternoon no arrests have been made.  
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
